Malhargad is one of the forts on one side of the Sahyadri Mountains,
along with Purandar, Sinhagad, and Vajragad. This section of the Sahyadris is known as the

Bhuleshwar Range, and it runs east-west in the Western Ghats.

Dev Deepavali ("the Diwali of the Gods" or "Event of Lights of the Gods") is the Kartik
Poornima festival. It occurs fifteen days after Diwali on the full moon of the Hindu month of
Kartika (November - December). More than a million clay lamps (diyas) are lit on the steps of
all the ghats on the Ganges River's riverside, from Ravidas Ghat at the southern end to Rajghat,

in honor of Ganga, the Ganges, and its presiding goddess.

Houses are decked with oil lights and coloured decorations on their front doorways during Dev
Deepawali. At night, firecrackers are fired off, processions of adorned deities parade through
the streets , and oil lights are placed adrift on the river. Because of the festival's significance

and expanding socio-cultural appeal, it is currently celebrated throughout India.
