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PROTECTION OF THE RIGHTS OF THE DISADVANTAGED
GROUPS IN INDIA — WHETHER A MYTH OR REALITY?

India is a home for a large population
belonging to various castes, creed, race and
religion . So also our society is divided into
different classes depending mostly upon the
religious and economic criteria, to which an
individual belongs.Hence, in our society we
usually see discrimination and oppression of
one class (i.e., belonging to the upper class)
practised on the people belonging to the
other (i.e. lower class) or upon the
disadvantaged group.

Here firstly it becomes important to
understand what is meant by disadvantaged
group? Who come under this class?

In common understanding , people who
are easily susceptible to physical and
emotional injury or subject to criticism or in
aless advantaged position in any society may
be defined as vulnerable or disadvantaged
people. Further it can be said that, due to
adverse socio-economic cultural and other
practises present in each society , these
people find it difficult many a times to
exercise their human rights fully.

Who are they?

Groups that experience a higher risk of
poverty and social exclusion than the
general population , ethnic minorities,
migrants, disabled people , the women,

homeless , isolated elderly people and
children often face difficulties, that can lead
them to disadvantaged position as they are
usually unable to claim even their basic
human rights or rise their voice against the
oppressor.

This is the position not only in our
country but a practise found all over the
world .Hence in order to halt such
discriminatory practise to abate the
suffering and miseries of the disadvantaged
group, the international community of
various nations have adopted various
documents and enacted very many laws to
protect the interest of the disadvantaged
group.

Our constitution has very many
provisions articulated to protect the interest
andrights of such vulnerable class. There are
many provisions under article 14,15(1), 16,
17, 19, 21, 23,24 etc., which are enacted to
serve the purpose and achieve the goal of
making the rights available to each and every
citizen so that they enjoy their life to the
fullest.

Even the state in the governance of the
nation has to follow the Directive Principles
and articles like 39, 42, 39(e), 41, 45, 47 etc.
are enshrined to protect the interest of the
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disadvantaged group.
Soalso there are very many enactments viz.
* The Dowry Prohibition Act 1961

* The Sexual Harassment of women at
workplace (Prevention, Prohibition &
Redressal) Act2013

*  Protection of women from Domestic
Violence Act 2005

* Rightto Education Act 2009

* Maintenance and Welfare of Parents
and Senior citizens Act 2007

* Indian Lunacy Act 1912
*  Personswith Disability Act 1995
* Mental Health Act 1992

These enactments are not exhaustive
but there are also various other enactments
where in, provisions are made for the
protection of the disadvantaged group in
various ways.

Thus, the above mentioned constitutional
provisions , enactments and laws clearly
show that, there are numerous laws for the
protection of the interest of the
disadvantaged group. But in the real sense
whether these rights and provisions are
really protecting the disadvantaged group?
The answer to this is negative, as the factual
situation in the country clearly shows a grim
picture ,where the women, children, elderly
,handicapped , stateless ,till date suffer in
one way or the other at the hands of the
progressive section of the society.

To conclude it can be said that, only
enactment of the rights in black and white is
not enough, they should be factually
enjoyed by the people and if they are
infringed they should have the capacity to
make a claim in the court of law. But this is
not actually possible in our country when we
are speaking in the context of the
disadvantaged groups mainly, due to lack of

proper infrastructure, political influence,
societal structure, illiteracy, poverty and the
like.

It is only through the mass social change
occurring in the mind-set of the community
and proper enforcement machinery with a
strong watchdog agency , the right of the
disadvantaged group could be protected and
equality achievedin reality.
